In order to maintain the autonomy and freedom of each group or individual involved, we expect collaborators to support their own events financially, therefore you are responsible for pricing, financing and managing your own event. There is no central funding body for the festival; we aim to highlight the importance of creating financially sustainable, independent DIY projects.
